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Next Steps

·     Consolidate Washington workshop output and prepare as an initial synthesis framework.

·     Prepare and submit a proposal for the ICSU March 2003 Call for a follow-up Vulnerability Science workshop in early 2004.

·     Establish post-doc research positions in (i) the GECHS IPO Ottawa (under Mike Brklacich; with funding from ICSECA and (ii) the Stockholm Environment Institute-Oxford (under Tom Downing & John Ingram; with funding from UK-ESRC), both with effect from 1 April 2003.

· Initiate a review of concepts (from ecological and socioeconomic viewpoints) in relation to GEC and Food Systems (the GECHS-based study).
  

· Initiate a review of methodologies (e.g. ecosystem dynamics, ecological economics, vulnerability assessment and mapping, and multi-agent modeling) in relation to GEC and Food Systems (the SEI-Oxford-based study).
  

· Prepare a coordination and integration plan for the two research streams. 

·   Consolidate links between “vulnerability science” planning and “regional projects” planning in the Indo-Gangetic Plain and Caribbean.
