Summary of discussion on GECAFS IPO Key Questions
Points relevant to the questions overall:
· Several questions in the East are relevant to West and vice versa

· While the focus of the project is the plains, the contiguous hills and mountains (sources of the water) should also be included in the thinking

Theme 1 “Vulnerabilities & Impacts”:
· Supply and demand of water for agriculture needs to be better specified

· Need better definition of the human activities that are vulnerable to GEC

Theme 2 “Adaptation”:
· Should cover what individuals might do as well as external agents and institutions

· Pakistan issues need to be better covered especially the use of groundwater and the lack of movement of seasonal labour

· Need to include all components of agricultural systems of the IGP as well as wheat and rice (i.e. including animals, trees etc); and that these are managed by farmers for multiple objectives (links to diversification)

Theme 3 “Feedbacks”:
· Alternative livelihoods, industrialised agriculture and multi-enterprise systems are essential in reducing poverty: the large changes necessary will produce large socioeconomic feedbacks

· Differentiate between groups of people (and types of household) in socioeconomic feedbacks

· Consequences for water resources (quality & water tables) and secondary salinity need greater emphasis

· Greater emphasis required on means of effective implementation, rather than just determination, of policy. The role of the private sector requires greater consideration
