a. Based on scenarios at global scale

b. Communicate scenarios to regional/national scales

c. Communicate impacts of each scenario on region/nations, implications
i. Prices

ii. Indicators of food production and demand

iii. Indicators of hunger, poverty

iv. Land use/change

v. Agroecology changes, environmental constraints

d. Provide interpretation, story and maps

e. Produce bulletin and web page

f. Communicate with decision makers, users as basis for analysis of options

2. Regional/National DSS

a. Toolkit for producing information needed by decision makers

i. I/O model

ii. Biophysical models, production options, responses to GEC (yield, water use, input demand, environmental consequences …)

iii. Regional, national simulation models (GIS based)

iv. Optimization models

v. FAO/IIASA, IWMI, WARDA, others may have components
