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Development of GECAFS DSS cross-cutting theme and next steps

Decision Support Systems (DSS) need to be developed to assist stakeholders (technical advisors to policymakers) analyse, interpret and communicate scientific information.

 

DSS will be based on modelling tools which relate biophysical and socioeconomic conditions of the region with the policy goals.

 

DSS will be used to analyze socioeconomic and environmental consequences of alternative potential policies and management technologies in the context of a range of differing scenarios for each region.

 

Special emphasis will be given to dissemination methods within the policy making community.

 

Participatory research with stakeholders will help develop capacity in both science and policy formulation, and help ensure the appropriateness of the DSS
