Description of Food System Matrix in District Gujrat
1. Nutritional value

Food diversity

Food diversity in the district is high. Wheat, rice, pulses, meat, milk and poultry are the products which are produced and consumed. Vegetables, fruits and packed foods though not produced/processed in the district are available in the markets and people have access to them. People have access to the raw as well as processed nutritious food. Consumers are not confined to numbers of food items but have choices of their own. 

1.1 Main source of protein / other sources of protein

Meat and pulses are the major sources of protein, meat being mostly preferred. As most of the community in the district falls in the realm of low income group, the proteins intake is mainly by pulses which are grown in the rainfed zone of Gujrat. Lesser numbers of household have access to meat and poultry and their use is limited mainly to festivities and social occasions. Rural household are better-off in this regards as they have milch animals irrespective of their land ownership status or small size of holdings.

1.2 Effect of preparation on nutrition

Cooked food is mostly preferred hence taste is kept in mind while cooking rather then nutritional value. Although most of the people are aware about the loss of nutrient elements by excessive cooking, they bear it at the cost of taste. As regards food processing, no doubt processing add to the quality of the food, people acknowledge it but the elements of contamination, substandard and high price of prepared food add to the apprehensions of the consumers. 

1.3 Effect of food processing on food quality

In people’s view, processed foods are of low quality and high price because substandard food ingredients are used in the preparation. Secondly it is not prepared hygienically. Therefore prepared food has less credibility among consumers than home cooked food. The main processing industry in the district Gujrat is flour mills. Their point of view is that they produce pure and clean flour and their demand of products increases day by day. This is evident from the opening of large number of flour mills in district. The bakery products like cake, bread, biscuit and cookies are also gaining popularity along with traditional sweats. People have no choice to buy these product as it is difficult to prepare at home.
1.4 Disease incidence

Food born disease incidence in the district is low, but water born diseases like hepatitis, malaria, etc, is common and alarming. But large scale epidemic disease cases are rare, however, individual cases do exist and that too are in very low number. General physical condition of the masses is good. 

1.5 Diet is balanced as required 

Mostly people are unaware of what balanced diet is? What makes the diet balanced? And what is the minimum required level of calories for each household member with respect to age/ gender or working nature? They are ignorant of the diversified use of food items in their daily intake. This relates more the information/knowledge gaps and least to the income. Despite diversity in food items available at their doorstep they are unable to develop their own diet mix. Common people either over eat or are undernourished, their minimum or least level of caloric requirements are met with limited stuff instead of using diverse food to which they have access.
2. Social value

2.1 Social Occasions


Role of food on social occasions is high. At every event whether it is an occasion of marriage or merrymaking or a funeral, food is given special weight. Meat, rice and sweets are served in meals whereas soft drinks, beverages and tea with biscuits, are presented to the guests. Irrespective of the economic condition, the host feels honor in serving his guests. So much that on the occasions like marriage families even don’t refrain from takeing loan from relatives for serving the marriage guesets.

2.2 Role of food in kinship

Although the traditions are getting weaker, yet people do care of their relatives in terms of helping for the food. They often lend money as well as food commodities such as wheat grain, rice, vegetables and even cooked foods when they feel someone in their relatives in not able to cook due to some health disorder. Cooking of food for at least three days  in a household, where member has died, is considered to be against the norms. At this occasion, relatives  send cooked food to the deceased household for household members and the visitors who come to share their sorrow. Similarly if a family goes outstation for some days and one member of that family remains in the house, the neighbourers feel moral obligation to provide cooked food to that member. 


2.3. 
Production of own food is a source of esteem


In the recent past, land was considered to be a source of honor and esteem for the land holder families as the incumbent family had not to bow to any one for the sake of food and in tern these families were called as “Chaudhary families”. As the social values are diluting gradually and food markets have become more established land ownership as a source of esteem is waning, anyhow, the land itself is a source of esteem and honor but the charm of own production attributed to land has no prestigious value. 

3. Food Safety

3.1. 
Public awareness regarding hygiene


Community is aware regarding hygiene but they have no control over the production system. Different media programs off and on address about hygiene and consumers do cater these considerations while making decisions for food. Rich households have better access to hygienic food whereas households with lesser economic approach have to stick to their budget limits resulting in intake of low quality unhygienic food. E.g., parents of poor child know that their child is eating unhygienic stuff being sold in the streets but they can’t do anything contrary to a better off family who can manage hygienic and quality food.

Presence of Agrochemicals in food


Consumers have high perceptions of presence of pathogens in the food. (A respondent commented that human teeth which don’t dissolve in water may be dissolved by placing it in soft drinks). Media has educated public enough regarding adulteration and substandard food items to the extent that they speculate every eatable as contaminated and adulterated. Sampling of food articles was not part of the survey hence neither the samples were taken nor were any data of food samples available taken by government authorities, however, lesser number of households were aware of the presence of POPs (Persistent Organic Pollutants) in food material.  

4. Affordability

4.1. 
Household income/

Household income is the major determinant of access to food or affordability. Generally the incomes in the area are not small enough to cause situation of food insecurity, however, there were quite a large number of families who really have to make their ground for food sustenance. Most of the household in the said district have their earnings from foreign remittance (39% of total income) which makes them at ease as compared to those families whose members have not gone abroad. Location of district Gujrat is very unique as it is situated near high industrialized districts like Gujranwala, Sialkot, and Lahore and from other side it is near Rawalpindi and Islamabad. This provides ample job opportunities in different offices, ministries, and other government departments. This results in medium to high affordability level for food purchase and drive the economic activity which enable distributor and processor to provide food stuff to the population. 
4.2. 
Prices of food items
The prices of food items is controlled and monitered by market committees which is very weak and ineffective. There is common thinking in the whole district that prices are artificially very high and is manipulated both by whole seller and officials of market committee and also adjusted under political influence. The most effected are the consumer and then producer and large benefit is taken by middlemen and retailers.
4.3. 
Proportion of food purchased
Most of farm households have share of food from their own production. They hold wheat, rice and pulses depending upon number of their household members. This wheat quantity varies from 400 kg 900 kgs (on average 720kg) and rice storage for household use ranges from 200 to 500 kg. As a proportion of total food produced this may be 1 to 100 percent depending upon size of land holding. In urban households with no land holding also purchase in bulk from the grain market or from relatives friends living in the villages. But both rural and urban consumers purchase rest of the food items like vegetable, fruits, pulses, etc from nearby retailer shop or from the city or town market. Proportion of food purchased is directly related to food requirement of a specific household rather then affordability. For land less household also get their share in wheat and rice from land owner on the basis of services provided in whole season in crop production and other everyday activities. This proportion of food purchase determines the import or export of different commodities by whole seller and food department and direct impact on the distribution channel of the district Gujrat.
4.4. 
Percentage of income spent on food

Survey results showed that almost 40-50% of the income is spent on food items in case of a household of medium-income household. Household from higher income strata can spent percentage on food items of their preference depending on their affordability. Whereas non-farmers and poorest have to sustain on low quality or less preferred food items.
4.5. 
Pricing policy
Government determines prices of major crops like Wheat, rice and pulses to provide farmers favorable conditions in uncertain environment. Food department having the strong Government machinery and strong network able to control the price of the commodity and have large storage capacity provide assurance of availability. In the case of market failure, government is bound to purchase these products on support prices. Government pricing policy at retail level to benefit the consumer is very weak which is controlled by market comity and it is observed that retailer get heavy profits.  
4.6. 
Subsidized food by Government

Most of the households showed their discontent for the policies of government. Most of the governmental policies die on their own due to non-implementation by concerned authorities. Current Government has planned to establish a network of utility stores to provide basic food items like wheat flour, pulses, sugar and ghee on controlled rates. But these are in progress and have many apprehensions like accessibility of rural household quality of food items, etc., to these facilities.
5. Allocation

5.1. 
Control over own production

It’s not important in Gujrat context because framers have full control over own production whether to offer is to market or government or for their own consumption. Due to this control over own production private procurement infrastructure is very strong as they provide facilities at door step to the farmers and mostly small and medium farmers sell their production to private whole sellers. 
5.2. 
Degree of market influence
Degree of market influence is weak and agriculture of district Gujrat is not driven by market demand. They produce traditional rice-wheat in irrigated areas and wheat-fodder-pulses in rainfed areas, maybe due to high ratio of national and foreign remmitences or farmers don’t receive signal from consumers to decide about what to produce, therefore production process is based on their own needs and government price policies. That is the reason, most of the food items are imported in the district. 
5.3. 
Government intervention in markets

Government intervention in the market is very low except in case of wheat where government announces wheat procurement policy keeping in view the per capita need of staple food of the country. For other commodities, no such system exist rather a regulatory system in the form of market committees prevails which is not efficient enough to be declared as government intervention. There is need to streamline the market intermediary setup for the development of a proper and coherent setup linking both producer and consumer. 

5.4. 
Market efficiency

There is a great deal of variation in the assessment of market efficiency in view of different stakeholders. Government agencies, market committees and intermediaries rate it at satisfactory efficiency level but the consumers rate it negatively keeping in view the price and quality concerns. In perishable commodities market efficiency is very low giving only 35% share to producers in consumer’s price compared to grains markets that gives about 65% share to producers in consumer’s price. 
6. Preference

Preference is mainly dependent on income and awareness. High income groups spend more on high value food items like mutton and chicken instead of beef and pulses for protein.  In district Gujrat, milk and milk products like curd, butter, churned milk have special value are thus preferred.

6.1. 
Preferred Carbohydrate

Vegetables and fruits are the most preferred source of carbohydrates in the area subject to affordability. Vegetable consumption is a routine matter; however, fruit usage in rural household is occasional. 

6.2. 
Preferred Protein

There are a number of protein sources in the district e.g., meat, poultry, and pulses. People prefer to take protein in the form of meat and poultry but the low economic access to these protein sources circumscribe a large population of the district to take it only on special occasions or for few days in a month.  Milk and pulses, however, cover a major portion of their protein source.  

6.3. 
Role of advertising

Advertising, now a day, is bringing a major shift in the preferences of the consumers. Information regarding food has added to the awareness of public and they accordingly make decisions for selection of food. Consumption of packed and processed food items has increased over time for example the use of soft drinks is quite common in both urban and rural areas instead using the traditional drinks.  This is mainly due to the large scale marketing and advertising of different brands that changes the preferences along with the affordability of consumer.
6.4. 
Preparation preferences
Preparation preferences are of typically Pakistan style i.e. use of ghee and oil in all types of food whether it is vegetable or pulse and meat. There is no concept of cooking without ghee, oil etc. But due to increasing incidence of heart diseases, diabetes etc., food cooking behavior changes but as a whole district the cooking preferences are traditional. 
6.5. 
Consumption patterns

The consumption pattern of staple food is similar in all groups however it is observed during the survey that in high and middle income groups people are moving towards prepared food from restaurants, packed food and bakery products. This is only to show respect or try to make impact on guests and relatives about their wealth and status. On the whole the consumption pattern is quite simple and they prefer to eat at home.
6.6. 
Raw or Processed/packed food

The diversity of food has increased the list of choice of food items for the public and this has ultimately affected preparation preferences as well as consumption patterns. Urban households have inclination towards prepared food and particularly their youth prefers to go to hotels and drive through for food. Similarly, families of better economic strata prefer to dine out at least once in a week. This is evident from the number of restaurants, shops full of packed foods like processed rice, wheat flour and related products, mineral water, juices, soft drinks, pickles, spices, etc.,. But rural households mainly consider home cooked food nutritious and qualitative.

6.7. 
Changes with seasonality

Preferences are changed with seasons. e.g., in summer people prefer to take cold drinks and eat vegetables and pulses whereas in winter demand for meat/ poultry is increased and special traditional sweet dishes like “Gajjar or Paitha Halwa” and taking tea are more frequently used. In monsoon season “barsat” use of lemon is increased. Although preferences do change with seasonality yet it’s the level of affordability which actually influences the degree of preference.  

7. Production

7.1. 
Size of land holding

Land holdings are small and fragmented in the district which is the major constraint in the productivity of the area. Most of the production decisions which community can take are not exercised due to small holdings e.g leveling of land and machinery purchase. Farming community does not want to invest in small pieces of land from where returns are unable to meet the cost. Instead they opt higher net returns on investment e.g sending another member of their family abroad or opening of a grocery store in the village or nearby town.

7.2. 
Tenancy arrangements

Due to less profitability in farming tenancy system is negligible. Although small and segmented holdings do encourage tenancy but it’s the water scarcity and less profiteering in farming which hinders tenancy system.

7.3. 
Degree of self sufficiency

Gujrat district is self sufficient in the production of rice, pulses, milk and meat where as wheat has to be imported from adjoining districts. Fruit and vegetable are other commodities in which Gujrat district is not self sufficient and it has to rely on other productive areas.

7.4. 
Principal crop

Wheat is the principal crop of the district which is grown on an area of 131 thousnd ha. As large portion of the area is rainfed, productivity is low. Wheat produced in the area is not sufficient to meet the needs of the district it has to be imported wheat from adjoining didtricts viz, Mandi Bahauddin, Gujranwala etc.
In Gujrat and Kharian tehsils, where water sources are available in the form of canal water or tubewell water, rice is grown after wheat. The production of rice in the tehsil is high enough to meet the needs of whole district. Other crops of the area are sugarcane and pulses.

7.5. 
Importance of cash crops

Rice is the cash crop of the area. In some areas with irrigation facility sugarcane is grown which fetches high income to the producers. Pulses (Moong, Mash, Lentil) are  other crops which can fetch somewhat higher returns however their production is small enough to give them any added financial advantage. Vegetable and fruit farming is not practiced in the district. 

7.6. 
Importance of livestock

As the productivity in the district is low due to water scarcity and lesser farm mechanization, the emphasis is more on keeping the livestock. Every rural household has some number of milching animals which not only provide milk and milk products to not only the household but are a source of earning for the poor families. The added advantage in the livestock rearing is that animals can be sold at the time of need.

7.7. 
Spatial variation in production

It is mainly the irrigation which determines the level of variation in productivity. The areas in Gujrat or Kharian tehsils which have access to surface or ground water have potential for higher yields. However, in Sarai Alamgir tehsil yield potential is low. Northern parts or left bank of Lower Jhelum Canal does not have surface water allocation therefore the area depends upon either tubewell water or rain.
7.8. 
Potential for crop diversification

Despite lesser water availability there is great deal of potential for crop diversification but rarely taken into consideration. Main reason is the risk of investment. In general, farming community is of opinion that there is no/rare potential for diversification due to aridity.

7.9. 
Use of improved technologies

Farming in Gujrat is less mechanized. Mostly traditional methods of farming are in practice. As the profitability ratio in farming is low farming community avoids investments in mechanization process. Even the techniques/technologies that demand small investments are not practiced due to least interest of farming community in agriculture. Instead they prefer to invest in sending another person abroad who will fetch more income for them. 

7.10. 
Labor availability 

Labor availability in the three tehsils varies. In Sarai Alamgir labour availability is not a big problem. In Kharian people are mostly in armed forces or have gone abroad hence labor availability is a constraint. In Gujrat tehsil mostly labor is mostly engaged in industry hence seasonal demand of labour for farming operations like wheat harvesting and rice transplanting is higher and costly.

7.11. 
Other biophysical constraints

The soils are less productive. The topographic constraints increase runoff and the soils have less water holding capacity. Further there are patches of salinity which also contribute negatively to the yields. Extreme drought conditions in future may lead to desertification of land.

7.12. 
Degree of seasonality


Food production is totally seasonal activity. There are two cropping seasons in District Gujrat i.e. Rabi (winter) and Kharif (summer). Wheat is winter crop and rice is summer crop. 

8. 
Distribution

8.1. 
Infrastructure
District Gujrat has good infrastructure having farm to market road access. There are about five agricultural markets in the district. These are situated in Gujrat, Lala Musa, Srai Alamgir, Dinga and Jalalpur Jattan. Along with agricultural (grain) market there is vegetable and fruits, livestock, and meat market in all these above mention areas in Gujrat. Moreover during harvesting season different agencies establish procurement centers to purchase output from the framers.

8.2. 
Presence of storage/safety net

Presence of storage in terms of wheat is considered as good. Government itself has established a system of wheat procurement from the farmers. It has its own storage godowns. The food department is responsible for the supply of wheat to different flour mills in the district depending on the production capacity on quota system. Though flour mills are also allow procuring wheat directly from farmers but due to less storage facility they rely heavily on supply form food department. The food department storage system not only helps regulate prices of wheat but also ensures timely and complete recovery of wheat crop from the fields. The storage facilities other than wheat are not present under government setup but private rice mills store rice for short term and even whole seller  have no sufficient storage facility for longer period.
8.3. 
Household storage

Household storage is considered very important in rural as well as in most of the urban households. People prefer to store in house the year round stock of three major commodities i.e., wheat, rice and sugar. This makes them carefree of the future market fluctuations in respect of at least these commodities. A rural household in district Gujrat stores at least 12-15 maunds of wheat and 2-3 maunds of rice. In case of other commodities like edible oil and pulses etc the urban households prefers to have a stock of almost a month.

8.4 
Is distribution skewed or balanced?

Food department distributes staple food i.e. wheat. Department distributes wheat on the basis of requirement by district population. Therefore it may be called balanced. 
8.5. 
Gender differences
In old tradition girls were less privileged in a household. Girls were given food after male members had taken their meal. But now due to change in values this tradition is getting dim.
8.6. 
Age differences

Distribution of food to elder members takes place earlier and to younger ones later. Similarly serving of food to male members first and female members later and providing more quantity of food to a boy than to a girl were the dogmas of past which are gradually changing. The present urban household hardly believes in such things, whereas in rural household male is still considered a dominant figure and hence is given extra care which also reflects in food distribution process.  

9. 
Exchange

9.1 Importance of exchange for household

District Gujrat is bestowed with a rich heritage where food exchange is not considered as awkward practice but is considered as the source of honor and pride for the families to help their relatives and neighbors in the hour of need. The exchange of food items either in kind or cash during different social occasions like marriages, death, anniversaries etc., is very strong and religious, social and cultural structure is so build that  this is the most prominent characteristics of the society. Remittances play an  important role in this regards, as family member living abroad or some other city have strong connection to his family and supported them in the time of necessity. 


9.2 Ability to import food

A number of processors, wholesalers and retailers have their investments in three tehsils of District Gujrat in food sector. This not only determines the market strength but also the ability and purchasing power of the market intermediaries to import food from other districts. 

9.3 Major imports
Despite of major area being under wheat crop cultivation, wheat needs of Gujrat households are met with wheat imported from adjoining districts viz. Mandi Bahauddin and Gujranwala. Other imports of the district are vegetables, fruits and other packed food.
9.4 Major exports

As regards exports, district is self sufficient in the production of rice, pulses, milk, meat and poultry and poultry products, which are enough to be exported to other districts.

 9.5 Role of remittances

Remittances are a major part of the livelihood of the people of Gujrat District. At least one member from most of the household has proceeded abroad for earning. The foreign exchange transmitted from abroad to their family members in Pakistan makes them worry free about food items purchase. The proportion is high in Gujrat and Kharian thesils as compared to tehsil Sarai Alamgir. Households whose members have gone abroad for earning have better economic access to food than the ones who have not gone to other countries. If Gujrat district was declared as a net food sufficient district it might be due to the role of foreign remittances in food exchange otherwise due to its major part being arid, is not a well productive district compared to other districts of the Punjab.
