Water stresses in RTB Basin, Nepal

First, need to define water stress (m3 per capita)

Monsoon:  high rainfall, cloudburst (4000 mm over 4 months; 460 mm 24 hours)

GEC impact could be increase of 10% so could have 500 mm in 24 hours. 

Impact of heavy rain is bank cutting, inundation, sand casting, water logging state.

Rice affected but sugar not so much by this.

Winter (non monsoon)  low soil moisture;  irrigation is GW dependent.  

So arsenic and biological contamination (behaviour and pollution).

· water logging

distribution and exchange affected by:

· damage to infrastructure

· storage problem

Accesss:
